











Water Evaporation Systems

This EVRAS system has the ability to evaporate a portion of the
produced water from natural gas drilling, reducing the amount
of water needing to be injected into saltwater disposal wells.

Water evaporation systems, which work in
compliance with EPA regulations, are being
studied as a potential way to reduce the amount of
flowback and produced water being injected into
saltwater disposal wells. Using the natural process
of evaporation, Intevras’ EVRAS* system filters the
water and then uses the heat generated by natural
gas compressor stations — an energy source
that would typically be wasted — to evaporate
a portion of it. Once evaporated, the clean water
vapor is released into the atmosphere where it
will naturally return to the earth as rain. Early
estimates indicate that approximately 1,200
barrels of fresh water can be evaporated out of
3,000 barrels of concentrated saltwater, resulting

in fewer barrels to be injected.
